I'am pleased to present Humboldt County’s Crop and Livestock Report in accordance with Sections 2272 and 2279
of the California Food and Agricultural Code. The following summary represents gross agricultural receipts for the
year 2000 but does not reflect production costs or net income to the producers.

The County’s total gross value of agricultural production is $381,965,480 which is an increase of 39% over the 1999
total. This increase is related primarily to the value of harvested timber. And once again Humboldt County
continues to be ranked first in the state for timber production. In addition, all other commodity groups, except field
crops and livestock products, reported gains over last year. Our leading agricultural commodities are ranked as
follows.

Detection trapping activities are conducted
locally for insect pests such as gypsy moth and Japanese beetle. In addition, field surveys are
continually being conducted throughout Humboldt County in order to locate and identify noxious
weeds, plant diseases and vertebrate pests.
