This report covers the acreage, pro-
duction and value of all crops including
livestock and dairy products produced in
Humboldt County. The figures shown
herein are based on the average return to
the farmer and represent the gross farm
income. It must be pointed out that the
acreage shown in this report does not
include the acreage and tonnage raised
and consumed on the farms, which a-
mount is reflected through the sale of
livestock and dairy products.

The decline in income from the 1956
figure was due to a general cutback in
production and not the result of a heavy
loss to any one segment of our agricul-
tural industry.
