This report covers the acreage,
production and value of all crops in-
cluding livestock and dairy products
produced in Humboldt County. The
figures shown herein are based on the
average return to the farmer and rep-
resent the gross farm income. It must
be pointed out that the average shown
in this report does not include the
acreage and tonnage raised and con-
sumed on the farms, which amount is
reflected through the sale of livestock
and dairy products.

The decline in income from the
1957 figure is due to a general reduc-
tion of production coupled with less-
ened unit price return on some com-
modities.
