This report covers the yield, value, and acreage of all agricultural
commodities produced in Humboldt County, and does not necessarily reflect the
gross income of the farmer as a portion of the yield was utilized on the
producing farms,

There is a continuous shift from sheep to cattle. As the demand for market
milk increases there is a shift from grade B milk production. Low margins of
profit in poultry and a trend towards mass production of eggs continues to make
this endeavor less profitable, Daffodil and lily production maintains a general
decline.
