Gentlemen:

In accordance with Section 65.5 of the Agricultural Code
of the State of California, I am pleased to present a report of
estimated production and value of the County of Humboldt for
1963.

With the heavy demand for alfalfa pellets and wafers a
higher price for alfalfa has been created, this has resulted in
a greater demand for local hay and silage. These higher prices
and a better growing year has increased field crop values.

There seems to be a lessening of truck farmers as the
older farmers retire and the younger generation moves into
towns. The only compensating factor is a strengthened market
for potatoes. The same trend of general production decline is
evidencing itself in fruit production. Peaches and cherries
suffered adversely from the weather,

There is a tendency towards more local egg production in
spite of higher feed costs.

The cut flower market gained some advantage through better
weather conditions. Alteration in consumer demands has created
& market for fewer but larger size plants. These large plants
bring a higher price,
