Gentlemen:

In accordance with Section 65.5 of the Agricultural Code
of the State of California, I am pleased to present a report
of estimated production and gross value of the County of
Humboldt for 1965, These figures represent values of
production regardless of utilization,

The effects anticipated from the 1964 flood are widely
expressed. This together with an ever increasing cost of
harvest has failed to offset some increase in commodity
prices and the general overall result has been a severe
decrease in value. The resultant cutworm damage caused an
additional loss,

Perhaps the hardest hit were the dairy industry and the
attendant bottomland farming. Production was normally down
as an afteraffect of the 1964 flood, with the best production
coming from those crops normally requiring an auxiliary
growing practice,

Fruit production suffered from a loss of acreage and
intensive cropping failed to offset it. ILivestock value
increase was more than offset by lack of production,
