Gentlemen:

In accordance with Section 2279 of the Agricultural Code
of the State of California, I am pleased to present a report of
estimated agricultural production and gross value of the County
of Humboldt for 1967. These figures represent values of
production, regardless of utilization.

The significant reduction of sheep in the county continued
this year. Beef prices were up slightly. Pork took a drop
this year.

There is a continued decline in bulb production. Of
significance will be the discontinuance of some nursery stock next
Year by a major producer.

There is a sizeable increase in potato acreage. This should
remain more stable in the future. Fruit and nut production
continues to decline, except for strawberries.

A continued increase in field crops has resulted because of
the high cost of imported hay. A major range area has been sold
for other uses. Milk production increased.
