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Gentleman:

Potato acreage again made a significant advance and when
coupled with increased yield and a slightly higher price,
reached a value of over one million and a half dollars.

Sheep numbers continued downward and value drop made a
poor showing, Cattle price and numbers continued a gentle
increase.

Daffodil acreage increased again as did tree and plant
production.

Most vegetable and fruit production continued a slow
downward spiral.
