Gentlemen:

In accordance with section 2279 of the Food and Agriculture Code
of the State of California, I am pleased to present a report of the
agricultural production of the County of Humboldt for 197h4. These
figures represent value of production, regardless of utilization.

There was a general reduction in hay acreage. The decline
however, was offset by higher yields per acre. Production of silage
increased considerably over the previous years.

Vegetable acreage was also down, mostly in commercial potatoes
and sweet corn. Yields per acre though were greater, negating the
reduced acreage., Fruit and nut production was slightly higher on the
average. Apples showed the largest gain while other fruits went down
sharply.

Nursery production made general gains. Bulb acreage and forest
stock had significant increases. Two large timber companies began
growing containerized forest mursery stock in large greenhouses.

The production of beef rose somewhat over the previous year.
Sheep production continued to decline. As a result, wool production
dropped sharply. Although, the number of chickens increased not all
of them were laying, which accounted for the drop in egg production.

Basically all production reflected higher values from the previous
year. The only exception was livestock which plunged downward.
