The 1984 Annual Agricultural Crop Report for Humboldt County is being submitted
pursuant to Section 2279 of the California Food and Agricultural Code. This re~
port summarizes the gross values for production and no attempt is made to show
net farm income or costs of production.

Field production was generally down except for silage which increased over 1983.

It appears that dairynen are becoming more interested in silage as the techniques

of handling and preparation are improved. Again in 1984, the loss of hay firom rain
damage was a major factor in reduced production. Our vegetable crop production was
generally mixed with miscellaneous cucurbits and vegetables showing the greatest pro-
duction gains. The reduction in potato yield was due in part to poorly drained por-
tions of planted fields. And the orchard acreage increase is largely due to improved
awareness and reporting of new producers. Reports from the cut flower amd bulb in-
dustries show little change from last season; however, ormamental plant production
was well above the 1983 level. Production of conifer seedlings has further declined.

Cattle production declined which could be a result of high hay costs and low cattle
prices during the early part of the year. Sheep production, however, showed an in-
crease which is possibly due to woolgrowers selling their herds; it looks like others
may do likewise - because depredation still plagues the remaining growers. And we see
several producers are making a transition from sheep to cattle. the dairy indus-
try milk production figures remained about the same as 1983.

In summary, while some farm production values were down there were several exceptions;
namely, hay, dry beans, corn, potatoes, cattle and sheep which all showed increases.
Our greatest gain was again attributed to the timber harvest values - there was an 11
million dollar increase over 1983 figures. Timber, Humboldt County's #l agricultural
industry, accomted for the overall . nine percent gross value increase for 1984.
