Attached for your rteview is the 1986 Agricultural Crop Report for Humboldr County.
The production estimates and gross values for commodities were compiled and summar-
ized in accordance with the provisions of Section 2279 of the California Food and

Agricultural Code.

In our FIELD CROP category, silage was the preferred method of supplying livestock
feed - this is reflected by a substantial increase in acreage. Hay production, on
the other hand, was generally down from our 1985 figures. This is due in part to
acreage being converted to silage production and some hay losses resulted from
localized flooding. Unit values were generally higher than last year. Production
of VEGETABLE CROPS was up slightly over 1985 primarily due to favorable weather
conditions throughout the growing season and increased interest in the “Farmers
Market or Direct Marketing" concept. Adverse westher conditions during the early
part of the growing season resulted in reduced yields of some FRUITS & NUTS; in
addition, the apple maggot quarantine had the effect of diverting more fruit to
processing., While harvested acreage remained static, fruit & nut production and
unit values were up slightly over 1985 figures.

Our greatest losses were seen in the NURSERY PRODUCTS category. Total value was
down over $24 million in the cut flowers and decorative category. A good note,
however, is the fact that crnamental plant production was up slightly despite the
fact that production acreage was down 23%Z. Forest tree nursery production was also
down significantly -- reducad harvesting on U.S.Forest lands may have been a factor
in this occurrence.

It was good to see that our LIVESTOCK AND POULTRY INDUSTRY production and unit values
were up over 1985 figures. Cattle numbers increased over last year, however, this was
offset by depressed values. DAIRY PRODUCTION continued to rise even with herd reduc-
tions related to government buy-out. Those remaining in the dairy business increased
production effeciency which resulted in total value increases despite the fact that
unit values were less than those of 1985,
