By way of comparison, 1989 FIELD CROP praduction was sbove last year as & result of
increased hay dcreage and excellent curing conditions. In contrast to 1988, VEGETABLE CROP
acreage dropped by 24% but total values were up. Again, excellent growing conditions and
1ttls or no loss from disease and Insects resulted in higher per scre yields, Potato values
and production mere higher than 1988,  And mixed vegetable production increased wi th good
returns at the certifled farmer's markets. Also, commercial green bean production sheould
fncrease again In 1990. FRUIT and NUT yields were similar to last year with fncreases In apple
Julee production. The decifne in nut tree acresge is sttributable to non-reporting.

A reduction in cut flomer and forest nursery acreage was reflected {n the total value
of NURSERY PRODUCTS which was about 2% below 19688, But s Tonger picking season, improved
production practices and higher market prices all combined to account for the increase seen
in our cut flower and decoratives category. And the drop in forest nursery production is
directly related to reduced timber harvests on both private and public lands.

Our LIVESTOCK production showed slight increases in every category with the grestest Jump
fn beef Tcattle. Returns to the producer were also generally higher than {n '88; thus,
accounting for the 1.10% {ncrease in this production category.

MILK and TIMBER remain Humboldt County' "major million dollar crops' 1n 1990,
unit values and more efficient dairy management accounted for $29,.4 mill{on
manufactured dairy products.
