2 Atapproximately 1100 hours, Cpl. Brown returned and took over as negotiator. At 1101 hours,- told Cpl.
3 Brown that he wanted us to Ieave.- was informed multiple times that we (law enforcement) were not

2 At 1230 hours, Captain Quenell advised that the female described the knife in_ possession, as a 12-inch

3 bread knife. Cpl. Brown continued negotiations. The juvenile hostages could be heard asking- for water.

4 Cpl. Brown advised on several occasions that we had water for them if they would just exit the room. As time

5  went on the complaints to- from the hostages requesting water increased. Cpl. Brown offered water to

6 _ if he would release all of the hostages.

7

8 It should noted that up to this point in the day, the bedroom window facing Union Street had been handled

9  multiple times by someone inside the room. From that bedroom window, multiple marked police vehicles with
10  their emergency overhead lights were parked in direct view of that window.

12 At 1255 hours, the door suddenly opened. A male juvenile ran out towards us. The door was quickly shut behind
13 him. The male juvenile was crying, his arms were outstretched, and he was screaming for help. | could see what
14 appeared to be blood around the juvenile’s neck area. The male juvenile had an expression of genuine panic and
15  terror on his face as he ran towards us.
16 Operators quickly collapsed around the juvenile to form a protective barrier and escorted him to the stairway. |
17 could hear Cpl. Brown advise the juvenile had a severe laceration to his neck and it was going to require
18  immediate medical attention. | notified the CP of the juvenile’s status.
19 Deputy Esget and Deputy Smith were advised of the laceration to the juvenile’s neck, and they promptly
20 escorted him to the CP for medical attention.

22 Cpl. Brown continued to negotiate witl- to release the hostages. At 1258 hours, the final two hostages
23 exited the bedroom. I did not observe any injuries on the two juveniles as they exited. Both appeared fearful and
24 were quick to move from the immediate area of the door, towards us. Both juveniles were retrieved by
25  Operators and escorted back to the CP. Once the two Juveniles were out, we confirmed that- was in the
26 room by himself, and we (the SWAT Team) transitioned from hostage rescue to barricaded subject SOPs. It should
27 be noted that a gas plan for chemical munitions was completed by Deputy Esget. The plan was approved by
28  Captain Quenell and the CP was notified.

At 1443 Cpl. Brown responded back to the CP to retrieve the throw phone for us to communicate with- At
1449 hours, Operators placed the throw phone and water outside of- door. was requested to
retrieve the items so we could communicate with each other better. At 1455 hours, opened the door and
retrieved the water but left the phone. CNT activated the ringer on the throw phone in attempt to get- to
answer.- refused to answer the phone as it rang for several minutes. At 1511 hours,- opened the
door, threw an object out, and then closed the door without retrieving the throw phone.

Cpl. Brown continued negotiations and- continued to refuse to exit. At approximately 1525 hours, Cpl.
Brown was authorized to mform- that if he did not surrender, we were going to deploy chemical munitions
inside of his room. - responded to the warning and stated something similar to “I’'m going to die”.

Cpl. Brown continued to speak with and advised him that we wanted to resolve the situation peacefully
and that we did not want to harm him. continued to refuse to exit and made a statement advising if he

did exit the room, he was going to kill us.

At 1550 | responded back to the CP and met with Captain Queneli. Captain Queneli and i discussed the potentiat
use of the less lethal shotgun in the close quarters of the upstairs. Captain Quenell and | agreed that we would
be likely within the minimum standoff distance of 15 feet to use the less lethal munitions. At this time, |
retrieved my department issued pepper ball launcher and two Tasers to replace the less lethal shotgun.

| responded back to the residence and provided the pepper ball launcher to Deputy Smith, one Taser to Deputy
Pryor, and the other Taser to Officer Falkenstein.

It should be noted that also at this time, Yurok PD Chief O’Rourke had arrived on scene. During the course of the

incident, we had learned from- family that he was proud of his Native American heritage, and he was

part of the Yurok Tribe. Chief O’'Rourke was requested to assist in attempt to find some common ground with
and potentially effect a peaceful surrender.

Chief O’Rourke responded to the residence with me to assist with the negotiations. From approximately 1600

hours, to1650 hours, Chief O’'Rourke attempted to negotiate with-. At times- seemed to be willing to

speak with Chief O’Rourke, briefly.

6  recall who utilized what tool to breach the door. At 1701 hours, the door had been breached and held open by

9  The following order of personnel is described to the best of my recollection. | was standing in the center of the
10  hallway in between the arrest and react team. Deputy Smith was located to my left with the pepper ball
11 launcher. Deputy Ross was also located to my left and was tasked with being “hands free” for handcuffing.
