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The Petrolia Community Assessment was reviewed and accepted by the 
Petrolia Firewise Board/Lower Mattole Firesafe Council (LMFSC) on July 11th 2011, and 
it was decided to seek Firewise recognition. The following action plan was created and 
agreed on by the Board. Firefighters with the Petrolia Volunteer Fire Department (PVFD) 
provided guidance for the development of the assessment and the action plan.
