e Humboldt County Fire Safe Council (FSC) established by the Board of Supervisors in 2002 to develop, implement,
and maintain the Community Wildfire Protection Plan (CWPP)

e FSC: diverse representation from many sectors

e Living with Wildfire an example of FSC’s collaborative work; excellent resource for preparing, :

e CWPP Purpose: Guide and inspire action related to wildfire preparedness; Asses risk (community input and
rigorous analysis)

e CWPP: 14 planning units, each with a Unit Action Plan that can be used independent of the Countywide Plan

0 Lower Eel-Van Duzen Planning Unit includes: Carlotta, Ferndale, Fortuna, Hydesville, Loleta, Rio Dell,
Scotia, Stafford, Table Bluff, and all residences in the surrounding area
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e Fire hazard severity: Humboldt county is vulnerable, we have been lucky in recent years, just a matter of time

Local Fire Service Update
e Numerous departments that serve the Eel unit, mostly volunteers provide fire protection and medical response
e Statistics: 23,000 hours volunteer time in 2016 = 1,000 incidents, 9,000 training, 2,000 fundraising, 2,000
maintenance
e Departments assisted with Measure Z funding hoses, equipment, dispatch
o Need volunteers: not just firefighters i.e. bookkeeping, fundraising, janitorial
e Post your address signs; 51% medical 12% vehicle collision 2 need address to find home
o lLocked gates and narrow roads due to brush hinder fire response
e Defensible space, lack of reduces chance of saving a home
e Always appreciate donations
e Introductions: Rio Dell, Ferndale, Hydesville , Humboldt Bay = consensus need more volunteers

Message from CAL FIRE, Jason Butcher, SRA Forester

e Fire-resistant building materials very important (esp. if remodeling or building new house)

o Defensible space gives firefighters space to protect the home

e Set: have documents in place, a plan, medications for people and pets

e Go: If an evacuation is called for, go early, don’t wait

e CAL FIRE Pre-fire Planning Unit Responsibilities: Prescribed fire program, fire safe regulations, Unit Fire Plan
(coordinates with CWPP), defensible space inspections, grant administration (SRA fee) for fuel reduction and
CWPP update

e Community input helps this area be prepared and will be used to prioritize projects when (financial) resources
become available; encouraged participants to get in contact with CAL FIRE and identify themselves as property
owners willing to partner on projects on their property/in the community

Message from Office of Emergency Services, Dorie Lanni, Emergency Services Manager
e Humboldt Alert: County-wide emergency alert system, https://humboldtgov.org/alerts
0 Best way for emergency personnel to alert you about emergencies, i.e. evacuation
0 Alerts can be sent to landlines, cellphones (call or text), and email (personal info is confidential)
= Redundancy is a good thing. Inputting all 3 into the system will ensure you get the message.
0 More efficient than emergency personnel knocking on doors
0 Itis geographically targeted, meaning you will only receive alerts relevant to your geographic area
= System can hold multiple addresses under one account (ex. home, office, child’s school)
0 Can be used as a resource for fire dept. to notify community (contact OES directly)
Household preparedness: in Humboldt we need to plan for at least 2 weeks food/water, have a reunification
plan with family in case of downed communication
e Two-tiered evacuation:
0 Voluntary Advisory: Danger is close-by, be prepared to evacuate; leave now if you have pets/livestock,
small children, one way in/out from your location
0 Mandatory Evacuation: Danger is imminent, leave immediately
Tonight’s mapping exercise: OES wants to know where one way in/out roads are, potential evacuation shelter
sites, interest in Community Emergency Response Team (CERT)
e CERT training upcoming in February at the Fortuna Fire Station, Fortuna hosts a CERT team

0 There is federal funding. For some projects, it is just a matter of time before they are completed.
0 Suggestion: Add your proposed project during the Mapping Exercise
e Evacuation route for Pine Crest (one-way in/out)
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O Leave early!
0 Roadside clearing could help facilitate a speedy evacuation
0 Suggestion: Add your road to map if it is need of roadside clearing

0 Use blue reflective dot to identify on tank and bottom of driveway.
How to improve water availability?
0 water tanks, bladders, pond
0 have proper connection to tank/bladder
0 Water tenders are available but having pond improves defense capabilities
Municipal departments, Cal FIRE have detergent/foam to improve effectiveness of water. Should | add it to my
fire water?
0 No. Water tender adds it in as the water leaves the tank.
Neighboring property with vegetation encroaching
0 Contact owner, legal action potential if non-compliant
0 municipal ownership: communicate issue to city or fire dpt. (depends on zoning)
