MAY 2, 2020 - STATE CAPITOL UPDATE:
CALIFORNIA ISSUES NEW GUIDANCE TO
HOSPITALS REGARDING A PERSON WITH
DISABILITIES (INCLUDING
DEVELOPMENTAL) HOSPITALIZED WITH
COVID-19 - GUIDANCE ALLOWS SUPPORT
PERSON TO BE WITH THAT PERSON

The new guidance issued by the California
Department of Public Health states:

"The presence of a support person is
essential to patients with physical,
intellectual, and/or developmental
disabilities and patients with cognitive
impairments. CDPH [California Department
of Public Health] recommends that one
support person be allowed to be present

with the patient when medically necessary.

This is great news as CDPH [California
Department of Public Health] also
recognizes the importance of ensuring
people with disabilities receive the support
they need while hospitalized.
