On Monday April 10, 1995 at about 1730 hours I was contacted at my residence by
Assistant Coroner Edgar Moore and informed of the investigation of an "officer involved"
shooting in the Hoopa area. Investigators from the Sheriff's Office and the Department of
Justice were enroute to investigate and it was uncertain when I would be requested to
respond. Moore advised me to contact Coroner Sipma at the time I was requested to respond.

At 1820 hours I received a call from the Humboldt County Sheriff's dispatcher
requesting I respond to the scene on Highway 96 in the Weitchpec Bluffs about 5 miles
north of Hoopa. I telephoned Coroner Sipma at his residence and we discussed this case.
It was mutually agreed I would respond to the scene myself and call Coroner Sipma if I
required assistance.

I responded to the scene, arriving at the roadblock on Highway 96 at Norton Field at
1952 hours. I passed through the roadblock and drove up the Highway a few miles to the
scene. The scene was secured with crime scene ta and I was permitted entry. I noted
the following personnel to be at the scene; h and [ of DoJ: Rob Wade,
Maggie Flemming and Frank Jaeger of the DA's office; Rod Lester, Juan Freeman, Greg Bussey
and Russ Morey of the Sheriff's office. Also there was a CHP officer present who I did
not identify.

The scene was on the roadway of Highway 96. There were 2 vehicles present; the
first was a Hoopa Tribal Police vehicle, and in front of the Police car was an older [Jjjij
cadillac sedan. The [l 1ay supine near the center line of the roadway. The.

This is the report of the examination of the body of - -

a 33-year-old Native American, who expired in a shootout
with Indian Police on the Reservation in Hoopa. Authorization for
the examination is by order of Glenn Sipma, Humboldt County
Coroner, and the examination is performed at the County Morgue on
April 12, 1995 at 133@ Hours. Glenn Sipma and Charles Jones
assisted in the examination. Present as observers wvere —
Rod Lester, Juan Freeman, Frank Yeager, and Brad Smith.

EXTERNAL EXAMINATION: The body is that of a well developed, well
nourished, Native American man, 66 inches in length and estimated
to weigh 180 lbs. The hair is black and a trimmed, black mustache
is also present. The eyes, ears and mouth are unremarkable in
appearance. There is a gunshot entrance wound of the left side of
the mid portion of the nose. There is a healed incisional scar 10
cm. in length underneath the chin. The chest is well developed.
The abdomen is flat. There is a cast of the right arm extending
over the palm of the hand with the fingers free and also involves
the wrist. There is a large ornate tattoo with a cougar head and
bat wing margins of the right shoulder and a large bison head
tattoo of the left shoulder. There is a small superficial abrasion
of the right arm laterally just above the elbow. Examination of
the back shows no evidence of injury.

GUNSHOT WOUND: There is an entrance gunshot wound of the nose. It
is in the mid portion of the nose slightly left of midline. It is
7Y mm. in diameter with a definite abrasion ring in the superior
medial quadrant with split-like, fine lacerations radiating around

the wound. The most prominent is at approximately 1 o’clock and
most are in the 3 to 7 o’clock area. There is some faint bruising
around the entrance wound. No powder stain or stippling is
present. Gentle probing reveals the tract to be straight and

rather directly to the body of the third cervical vertebra. Along
the tract in the neck are recovered two reasonably large pieces of
lead and within the tract through the body of the vertebra is
retrieved a very deformed, elongated, anodized copper jacket. The
bullet fragments and jacket are given - - the Criminalist
for Humboldt County. 7The vertebral body is extensively disrupted
with a hole through it approximately 1 cm. in diameter with
multiple fragments of the vertebral body separated and out into the

soft tissues. The cervical cord is disrupted at +this point.
Extensive hemorrhage is present around the brain stem and
cerebellum in the posterior fossa. The bullet wound tract is

downward by approximately 35S degrees from horizontal and from left
to right by approximately 5 degrees.

INTERNAL EXAMINATION: The body is opened by a "Y" type incision.
No significant fluid is present in either pleural space or the
abdominal cavity.

Cardiovascular System: The heart weighs 37@ gm. The pericardium
is intact and unremarkable in appearance with little fluid in the
pericardial sac. The heart shows a normal contour and examination
of the coronary arteries reveals a rather large atherosclerotic,
bright yellow plaque just beyond the origin of +the anterior
descending branch of the left coronary artery which occludes the

vessel approximately 50i. The remaining coronary arteries are
widely patent with very little atherosclerosis. The wvalves are
functional appearing. The myocardium has a normal red brown
appearance. There is some right ventricular hypertrophy.

Respiratory System: The right lung weighs 600 gm., the left lung
L2@0 gm. Both show considerable congestion and hemorrhage with
blood in the tracheobronchial tree. Mild atelectasis of both lungs
is present. A large amount of blood and blood clot is present in
the mouth.

Gastrointestinal System: 7The esophagus is intact and unremarkable
in appearance. The stomach shows a normal rugal fold pattern of
the mucosa with approximately 5@ cc. of yellow-brown, thick fluid.
The pylorus is patent. The duodenum is bile stained with no
ulceration. The small bowel, colon and appendix are unremarkable
in appearance.

Hepatic System: The liver weighs 2050 gm. It shows a normal
contour and smooth surface with normal appearing architecture and
consistency on sectioning. 7There are no calculi in the gallbladder
and the ducts are patent. The pancreas is normal in size and
contour with a tan lobular cut surface.

Spleen and Lymphatic System: The spleen weighs 180 gm. and is
intact with a congested appearing pulp on sectioning. The lymph
nodes are not remarkable in appearance.

Endocrine System: Both adrenal glands are normal in size and
contour.

Renal System: The kidneys weigh 17@ gm. each. They show smooth
cortical surfaces with distinct but congested cortical medullary

demarcation and markings. There is no dilatation of pelves or
ureters and the urinary bladder contains a moderate amount of urine
which is retained for toxicology. The bladder is intact and

unremarkable in appearance.

CENTRAL NERVOUS SYSTEM: There is no subgaleal hemorrhage on
reflecting the scalp. No skull fracture is present. There is no
subarachnoid or subdural hemorrhage over the calvarium, hovwever,

there is hemorrhage in the posterior fossa due to the gunshot wound
which considerably disrupts the third cervical vertebra and enters

into the spinal canal. There is no exit wound.

R1GHT HAND: The cast is removed and shows a healing incision
involving the web and palm of the right hand. There is no evidence
of infection. The incision is approximately 7 cm. in length.
TOXICOLOGY: Vitreous, blood, gastric content and urine are
retained for toxicology. Toxicology is ordered.

ANATOMIC FINDINGS:

1. Gunshot wound with entrance in the nose with bullet
traveling through the nasopharynx into the third cervical
vertebra and vertebral column causing disruption of the
spinal cord.

2. Aspiration of blood with congested and hemorrhagic lungs.
3. Healing incision of right hand.
4, Atherosclerotic plaque occluding 5@% of the lumen of the
anterior descending branch of the left coronary artery.

Officer Mattz said he was going to go look for the vehicle. I told Officer Mattz I would
be on my way as soon as I served the paper. Officer Mattz left and within 30 seconds, I was
met at the door by- I explained the paper tu- and served it on him.

I left the- residence at 1557 hours and drove north on Community Services Rd.
I radioed Officer Mattz on C.L.E.M.A.R. and asked him if he had located the reckless vehicle.
I did not receive a reply from Officer Mattz. On the same channel, I notified Tribal Dispatch
I was in route to assist Officer Mattz. Shortly after that transmission, I heard on my vehicle
scanner, Officer Guyer radio his dispatch stating they were making a traffic stop on the
I vchicle. At the end of that transmission Guyer stated they were in pursuit of the
vehicle, north bound on Marshall Ln, failure to yield.

At 1559 hours, I radioed my dispatcher that I was in route to assist Tribal Police who
was in pursuit. I was driving a marked Sheriff's Department Patrol Car and I activated my
overhead emergency lights and siren. I drove north on Community Services Rd. to the
intersection of Hostler Ridge Rd. and then west on Hostler Ridge Rd. While I was west on
Hostler Ridge Rd., I heard Officer Guyer notify his dispatch they were now north bound on
SR 96.

I continued west on Hostler Ridge Rd. to the south end of Marshall Ln., west on
Marshall Ln. and onto SR 96.

Directly behind the [ vehicle was the
Tribal Police Vehicle. There was a 6-10' distance between the Tribal Police Unit and the
B vchicle.

The Tribal Police Officers and [l were on the drivers side of the vehicles and just
in front of the Tribal Police Unit. To the rear of the Tribal Unit and adjacent to the left rear
tire was a male[Jij 1ying on his back with what appeared to be a single bullet hole in his
forehead. It was clear that thc- was dead. Next to thc- body was what appeared
to be a "Parkerized" semi-automatic, .22 cal pistol.

Officer Mattz asked if they could put i in the back of my patrol car and we did. As I was
putting [JJili] in the back of my patrol car, I heard Officer Mattz radio Sheriff's Dispatch,
"Code-4" (no further assistance needed).

I walked back to Officer Mattz and Guyer. I asked them if they were OK. Officer
Mattz showed me a small hole in his left sleeve, near the triceps, and said, "I have been shot
in the arm, but I'm OK." I radioed dispatch that we were not OK and that an Officer was
shot. I requested an ambulance code-3 to our location.

Officer Mattz was wearing a long sleeve shirt and I pulled up the sleeve. I was not able
to see a wound and was not able lift the shirt any higher. I used my pocket knife and cut the
sleeve of Officer Mattz. I found an area that was scratched and slightly bruised. I informed
Officer Mattz and I both saw that he had not been shot.

I returned to the radio and advised that the officer was not shot but to continue
responding units.

I took custody of Officer Mattz's and Officer Guyer's duty weapons and put them in
the trunk of my patrol car. At the same time, I removed yellow Sheriff's Do Not Cross tape and
closed both sides of the road using the tape. Detective Rod Lester later took custody of those
weapons. Officer's Mattz and Guyer moved away from the scene and I did not witness any of
the evidence to be moved or touched prior to its collection for evidence.

At 1610 hours, Lt. Busey and Deputy Dague arrived at the scene. I asked Deputy Dague
to take custody of JJij who was hysterical in the back of my patrol car. I told Deputy Dague
to take i to the substation and place her in a holding cell. It was obvious that | was
intoxicated due to the odor of an alcoholic beverage on her breath (JJij was later booked
and released from the Substation 849(b)(2) PC for 647(f) PC, Public Intox.).

The test fired bullets and cases were collected for
microscopic comparisons. The 22 caliber pistol was test fired using 22 LR CCI cartridges from the
laboratory supply.

I made a determination of death at 1618 hours. That's when I
had the heart monitor hooked up, and basically that's when I
finished the assessment.

And I also noticed that the rear
windows of the Tribal Security, the Police car, were shot out or
busted out, assuming they were shot out. A Tribal Security car
was parked in the roadway with the driver door open. I actually
don't remember if th nger door was open or not. The driver
door was open. The was laying supine just at the rear
fender, a left rear fender, of the Tribal Security car, with his
head pointing away towards the rear or away from the wvehicle.

DETECTIVE FREEMAN AND | INTERVIEWED OFFICER MATTZ AT THE
SHERIFF'S SUBSTATION IN HOOPA ON 4-10-95 AT APPROX. 2141 HOURS WITH
LEONARD MASTEN PRESENT. MATTZ AND GUYER WERE TO WORK FROM 1200
HOURS UNTIL 2400 HOURS. MATTZ TOLD US THAT HIS BEAT IS THE ENTIRE
RESERVATION.

MATTZ TOLD US THAT HE WAS CONTACTED BY RADIO BY DEPUTY
MOREY OF THE HUMBOLDT COUNTY SHERIFF'S OFFICE WHO REQUESTED THAT
THEY BE ON THE LOOKOUT FOR A ] oVER [Jil] OLDER SEDAN WHICH HAD
RUN SOMEBODY OFF THE ROAD OR TRIED TO HIT SOMEONE. MATTZ SAYS HE
THOUGHT HE MAY HAVE SEEN THE CAR EARLIER BECAUSE HE HAD SEEN A
I AND [l CADILLAC PULL OFF OF HWY 96 ONTO TISH TANG ROAD. THE
REASON HE NOTICED IT WAS BECAUSE THE DRIVER WAS REVVING THE MOTOR,
