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One Death, 7 New Cases Reported Today

A Humboldt County resident has died after testing positive for COVID-19, and seven new cases
of the virus were reported today. A total of 3,579 county residents have tested positive for the
virus.

Humboldt County Public Health and emergency
response staff offer their condolences to the person’s friends, loved ones and care providers
and to all who have lost loved ones to the virus.

Johnson & Johnson Vaccine Still on Hold

The pause in administration of the Johnson & Johnson vaccine is set to continue for a week
while the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention Advisory Committee on Immunization
Practices reviews additional information about six cases of a rare but serious blood clot that
developed within six to 13 days after receiving the one-dose vaccine.
