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15 New Cases Reported Today

Fifteen additional cases of COVID-19 were reported in Humboldt County today, bringing the
total number of county residents who have tested positive to 3,814.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) updated its guidance Tuesday for fully
vaccinated people to state they no longer need to wear a mask outdoors, except in certain
crowded settings and venues. These recommendations are from the federal government. The
California Department of Public Health (CDPH) stated its initial support for the guidance and
that it would have more information in the days to come.

On Tuesday, the CDPH announced Humboldt County will remain in the “Orange” or Moderate
tier with an adjusted case rate of 5.9 per 100,000 residents and a positivity rate of 3.1%.
Health officials say it is unlikely the county will change tiers in either direction in the near
future.
