NOTE: Blackout appointment period is June 26 - August 11. 
Appointments made after August 11 will expire December 2021.  
NOTE: Even-year election districts are not subject to blackout period.

Notice of Boundaries, Elective Offices, & District Preferences 
At least 125 days before the district election, the secretary of the 
district shall deliver to the elections official a map showing the 
boundaries of the district and of the divisions of the district if there are 
any, a statement indicating which elective offices are to be voted on in 
the district election, which offices are for the remainder of an 
unexpired term, and whether the district or candidate is to pay for the 
publication of a candidate statement. School and special districts must 
additionally (1) confirm seats and incumbents for district races and (2) 
district preferences.

Forms are obtained from 
and filed with the Humboldt County Office of Elections at 2426 6th 
Street, Eureka.  
NOTE: If COVID restrictions are still in effect, candidacy papers will be 
made available via mail, email or fax to candidates. Candidates will be 
able to file via fax, mail, or in person with an appointment.

Last day for the governing body of a district, city, school or other 
political subdivision to file a request for consolidation of a local election 
for measures with UDEL election with the Humboldt County Office of 
Elections. The elections office will prepare an agenda item to bring 
consolidations before the Board of Supervisors for approval.  
 
Whenever resolutions calling for a measure to be placed on the ballot 
are filed, immediately after that filing date there will be a 10-day public 
inspection period. Documents will be on public display at the Humboldt 
County Office of Elections, 2426 6th Street, Eureka. During this period, 
any voter of the jurisdiction or the county elections official may seek a 
writ of mandate or an injunction requiring any or all of the materials to 
be amended or deleted.

This provision does not apply if there is no incumbent 
eligible to be elected. Any candidate who has filed may withdraw his or 
her declaration of candidacy up until 5PM on the last day to file.

If by 5PM on this day, no one has been nominated or an insufficient 
number of persons has been nominated to fill an office or offices, and 
a petition signed by 10% or 50 voters (whichever is the smaller 
number) has not been submitted, the elections official shall certify this 
fact to the Board of Supervisors. A person who has filed a declaration 
of candidacy shall be appointed by the Board of Supervisors at a 
regular or special meeting held prior to the first Monday before the first 
Friday in December. 
 

If no one filed, another qualified person shall be appointed by the 
Board of Supervisors, and shall take office and serve as if elected.

Districts must take action to make applications available to persons 
interested in serving on the board. The names of the applicants for 
board membership must be delivered to the elections official by 
October 4. Appointments will be made by the Board of Supervisors. 
 

If a district fails to submit applications to fill the vacancy, a vacancy will 
exist when the term begins on December 3. The special district board 
then has 60 days to either fill the vacancy or call a special election. 
Any person appointed to fill the vacancy during this 60-dya period shall 
hold the seat until the next regularly scheduled election, November 
2023, at which time the 2-year term would be up for election. 
 

If the district fails to fill the vacancy or call an election within 60 days, 
the Board of Supervisors has an additional 30 days to fill the vacancy. 
 

If within 90 days the vacancy remains, the special district must call a 
special election to fill the vacancy at the next available election date.

If by 5:00PM on the 83rd day prior to the election only one person has 
been nominated for any elective school office, or no one has been 
nominated, and petition signed by 10 percent of the voters or 50 voters 
whichever is the smaller number, in the district or trustee area, 
requesting that a school district election be held for the office has not 
been presented to the Humboldt County Office of Elections, 
appointment will be made as prescribed by Section 5328 Education 
Code.

School districts will make provisional appointments to fill vacancies 
prior to Election Day and the term of office will commence on the 
second Friday of December (December 10).  
 
Should vacancies exist at the time of term transition (December 10), 
districts will make a provisional appointment to fill the vacancy. The 
term of office will be for two years, until the next regularly scheduled 
election, November 2023, at which time the 2-year term would be up 
for election.  
 
If the district fails to fill the vacancy or call an election within 60 days, 
the Superintendent of Schools shall call an election to fill the vacancy.

Canvass includes 
processing ballots (vote by mail, polling place, and provisional), 
conducting a 1 percent manual tally on all races on the ballot, 
resolving ballot discrepancies, verifying polling place voter signatures 
and ballots, applying vote history, generating required reports, and 
preparing and distributing election results and certification documents 
(see election checklist/election reporting).

The request may specify the order of the precincts for 
the recount, and the petitioning voter shall, before commencement of 
each day’s recount, deposit such sum as the election official requires 
to cover costs.
